1  
TITLE OF TOURNAMENT

National Basketball League (NBL) Division II 2011 

2
OBJECTIVES OF TOURNAMENT

To raise local basketball standards and talent spot players for the national team. 

3
TEAM REGISTRATION 


Eligibility of Teams

3.1
The following teams are eligible to register and participate in NBL Division II 2011 provided the team registrations are duly completed: 

(i) Ang Mo Kio CC
(ii) Chong Ghee Sports Club
(iii) NUS
(iv) Tanjong Pagar CSC
(v) Charcoal Thai
(vi) Boon Lay CSC

Eligibility of Players

3.2
To be eligible to register for the tournament, the players must comply with the following criteria:
· Players shall be Singapore Citizens (pink NRIC);
· Players shall be between the ages of 18 and 39 as at 1 January 2011.

3.3
Exceptions

· Each team is allowed to have a maximum of three (3) players of the ages 16 and 17, i.e. born on/after 1 January 1994 and 1 January 1995;
· Each team is allowed to have a maximum of one (1) player who is 40 years or older, i.e. born on/before 1 January 1971;

· Each team is allowed register a maximum of two (2) foreign players
· A foreign player is either a Permanent Resident or foreigner who holds one of the following immigration passes, i.e. Student Pass, Work Permit, Employment Pass, or Dependants’ Pass. No other pass will be accepted.
· The player is required to produce the original documents for verification and confirmation of validity, whenever required.

· These foreign player(s) must be physically in Singapore for at least three (3) months before the first day of the tournament, i.e. 1st March 2011. The player(s) may be required to produce original travel documents for verification and confirmation of their period of stay in Singapore.


Eligibility of Coaches

3.4
To be eligible to register for the tournament, all coaches and assistant coaches must possess the necessary coaching qualifications as per required in NBL Division I, NBL Division II and WNBL:

· A minimum of National Registry of Coaches (NROC) Level 2 Coaching Certification, registered with the Singapore Sports Council (SSC) that comprises of
· NCAP Level 2 (Theory)
· NCAP Level 2 (Technical)
· First-Aid

General Rules of Registration

3.5
Each team is allowed to register a minimum of twelve (12) players and a maximum of fifteen (15) players. 

3.6
Any player who is eligible for registration may apply for registration.

3.7
The registration of any player approved by the Tournament Committee shall remain valid for the entire season, i.e. for the year of 2011.

3.8 
All fifteen (15) registered players are allowed to play in this tournament. The coach of the team shall decide the final twelve (12) playing players before the start of the match.  

3.9
Players who are banned by the Basketball Association of Singapore (BAS) are not allowed to register. 

3.10
All registered players of NBL Division II are not allowed to participate in NBL Division I of the same season.

3.11
There will not be a ‘player cum coach cum referee’ scenario. The affected personnel will be required to choose to be either a player, or a coach, or a referee for this particular tournament.
3.12
Each NBL Division II team is required to maintain a minimum of six (6) registered players from its previous season’s team. 

3.13
Teams, that are unable to meet the minimum requirement of six (6) players from their previous season, shall lose their eligibility to register for this tournament. The team shall then be removed from NBL Division II.  

3.14
In the event where a team decides to dissolve, it is required to inform BAS in writing.  Players from this team shall be considered as Non-registered players and free to joint any other NBL team.
3.15
Any eligible team found not registering for NBL Division II 2011 without any reason(s) shall be referred to the BAS Disciplinary Committee for inquiry. The said team will not be allowed to participate in any BAS organised tournaments before any decision is made by the Committee.

3.16
For teams that are banned by BAS, their players will not be allowed to represent other teams in all BAS organised tournaments for the duration of the ban.

3.17
Each team is allowed to register up to one Head Coach and three Assistant Coaches.
3.18
Any Coach or Assistance Coach being thrown out from a game by the official(s):

· Suspension: 1 game


Any Player(s), Coach or Manager fighting anywhere within the facility before, during or 


after a game and was subsequently thrown out by the official(s):

· Suspension: Minimum penalty:- 3 games (Coach or Player) / Maximum penalty: Remaining period of the competition


Any team who has 3 or more players disqualified or ejected during a single game (excluding coach):

· 1 point deducted from the classification


Any team who has received zero (0) point in classification due to fighting / any act of violence / refusal to play:
· Disqualification from tournament


Tournament Technical Committee will refer any player(s) / Coach(es) / Team Manager(s) who are involved in any fighting to BAS Discipline Committee (DC) for further action, if necessary.
Change of Team’s Name

3.19
No change of team’s name will be allowed. Any team that wishes to change its name will have to start from the NBL Qualifying Round for Men, unless special approval is obtained from BAS. 

Exceptions to Full-time National Servicemen in Uniform Groups

3.20
Any registered players who have been selected by the uniform groups shall represent their respective uniform group’s team. The player’s original team shall allow the transfer of the player to the relevant authority. In return, the team will be entitled a replacement of the player. This transfer will not be governed by the rule on transfer fees stated in item 3.31.

3.21
Uniform Groups are not governed by item 3.12 on maintaining a minimum of six (6) registered players from the previous season. 

3.22
Upon ORD, the registered player is required to return to his original team unless his team is no longer a registered team in NBL.

3.23
If the player refuses to return to his original team, he shall be liable to the regulations on Transfer of Player(s) stated in item 3.30.
Procedure for Registration

3.24
The player shall fill up all particulars in the relevant form.

3.25
Teams shall submit all duly completed registration forms to the BAS Office before the closing date of registration. 

3.26
The Team Manager / Team Official shall undertake the responsibility of ensuring the eligibility of their players for the tournament. Fielding ineligible players may render the team to be defaulted or disqualified. The player and the team concerned will face disciplinary action by the BAS Disciplinary Committee.

3.27
Incomplete registration forms will not be accepted. 

3.28
The registration fee for each application is S$100.00. 

3.29
For any rejected application(s), an administrative charge of S$50.00 shall be charged for re-application.

Certificate of Registration

3.30
The Tournament Committee will issue Certificates of Registration to the teams and its players once the applications of the registration are accepted and approved.

Transfer of Player(s)

3.31
Any player applies for transfer to other team shall meet the following criteria:

· With permission from his original team, a player is allowed to be transferred to another team / club;
· If no permission is granted from the player’s original team, the player is allowed to transfer to another team / club after paying his original team a transfer fee of S$500.00. The effective date of transfer will be upon approval from the BAS Tournament Committee;
· A maximum of four (4) players’ transfer within a team is allowed each season;
· If a player has no permission from his original team and refuses to pay the S$500.00 transfer fee, the player will be barred from participating in NBL Division I and II for a period of three (3) years;
· Particulars of the player who applies for the transfer are to be duly filled up in the relevant form and forwarded to the BAS Tournament Committee for approval.

BAS Administration Fees for Transfer of Players

3.32
BAS will collect an administrative fee of S$100.00 for every transfer of player. The payment of these administrative fees shall be completely settled before registration for the new season.

Each team shall comprise of a Team Manager, a Coach, a maximum of three (3) Assistant Coaches / Team Officials and a maximum of fifteen (15) players. The officials and players stated in the entry form shall be valid for the whole season. Coaches and assistance coaches are not allowed to register more than one team in the same division on the same tournament.

All official entry forms duly completed together with the required fees i.e. registration fees, entry fees, transfer fees, etc should reach the BAS Office by 15th February 2011, Tuesday, 3:00pm.  All teams are  allowed to re-register  their players from 19th to 24th February 2011.

Payment shall be made payable only by cheque or money order to Basketball Association of Singapore. 

4.6
Incomplete entry forms will not be accepted.  BAS reserves the right to reject any such entry forms.  

4.7
Late submissions will not be entertained.

TOURNAMENT DRAW
5.1
The Tournament Draw will be conducted on 2nd March 2011 Monday 7.30pm at the BAS Conference Room, Singapore Basketball Centre.

5.2
A COMPULSORY for all Team(s) Manager / Head Coach / assistance Coach to attend the Tournament Draw cum Team Manager Meeting. There will be an imposition fine S$100 for teams who did not turn up.
6
PERIOD OF TOURNAMENT
6.1
The tournament will commence from 9th March 2011 onwards. The Tournament Committee reserves the right to change the date and time of the tournament fixtures.

TOURNAMENT VENUE

7.1
The tournament will be held at the Singapore Basketball Centre. The Tournament Committee reserves the right to change the venue of the tournament.

Medallions or trophies will also be awarded to the top four teams.

PRIZE PRESENTATION CEREMONY
10.1
All players of the top four teams shall be properly attired when attending the prize presentation ceremony. Any player(s) not abiding will be handed to the BAS Disciplinary Committee for disciplinary action.

11
TOURNAMENT RULES

11.1
The tournament shall be conducted in accordance with the Official Basketball Rules and Regulations of the International Basketball Federation (FIBA) dated 2010.

Competition Scoring

11.2
Teams shall be classified according to their win-lose records, namely two (2) points for each game won, one (1) point for each game lost (including lost by default), zero (0) points for game lost by forfeit, walkover, or disqualification.

11.3
If there are two teams in the classification with equal merit points, the result of the match between the two teams involved will be used to determine the placing.

11.4
If the points and the goal average in the games between the two teams are still the same, the classification will be determined by the goal average of all the games played in the group by each team.

11.5
If more than two teams are equal in the placing, a second classification will be established, taking into account only the results of the games between the teams that are tied.
11.6
If there are still teams tied after the second classification, then goal average will be used to determine the placing, taking into account only the results of the games between the teams still tied.

11.7
If there are still teams tied, the placing will be determined using the goal average from the results of all their games played in the group.
11.8
If at any stage, using the above criteria, a multiple team tie is reduced to a tie involving only two teams, the procedure in item 11.3 and 11.4 above will be applied.

11.9
If at any stage, it is reduced to a tie still involving more than two teams, the procedure, beginning with item 11.5 above will be repeated.

11.10
Goal average will always be calculated by division.

Game Lost by Default

11.11
A team shall lose a game by default if, during the game, the team has fewer than two (2) players on the court ready to play. If the team to which the game is awarded is ahead, the score shall stand as at the time when the game was stopped. If the team to which the game is awarded is not ahead, the score shall be recorded as two to zero (2 to 0) in its favour. The defaulting team shall receive one (1) point in the classification.

Game Lost by Disqualification

11.12
For any team found to field unregistered player(s) participating during the tournament, all matches competed by the said team shall be considered void and disqualified. The issue will be handed over to the BAS Disciplinary Committee for further action.

11.13
Any team which absconds or refuses to play under the officials' direction shall be automatically considered to be disqualified from entering the next round of the tournament and will be handed over to BAS Disciplinary Committee for disciplinary action.

11.14
Any team which does not turn up nor has sufficient players for a scheduled match without any valid reason(s) shall be handed over to BAS Disciplinary Committee for disciplinary action.

Game Lost by Forfeit

11.15
A team shall lose the game by forfeit if:

· Fifteen (15) minutes after the scheduled starting time, the team is not present or is unable to field five (5) players ready to play;
· Its actions prevent the game from being played;
· It refuses to play after being instructed to do so by the referee.

11.16
The game shall then be awarded to the opponent team and the score shall be twenty to zero (20 to 0). Furthermore, the forfeiting team shall receive zero (0) points in the classification.  

Game Lost by Walkover

Postponement of Match(es)

11.17
In the event of unforeseen circumstances which causes the match to be discontinued and the match terminated by the referees, the score of the match and the remaining time will be retained and to be continued when the match is resumed at a later date and time.

Change of Fixtures

11.18
The Tournament Committee reserves the right to amend and change the tournament fixtures, if required. No request of change of fixtures will be entertained after the fixture is finalised.

Players' Jersey Numbers

11.19
The numbers of the players’ jerseys shall be from any other numbers with a maximum of two (2) digits, i.e. 0 to 99. The jersey numbers of the players shall be consistent to the jersey numbers stated in the Team Registration Form.
11.20
Players on the same team shall not wear the same number.

Colour of Team Jerseys in a Match

11.21
Teams shall have two sets of jerseys, one dark and one light in colour. The first team named in the fixture shall wear light-coloured jerseys (preferably white) and the second team in the fixture shall wear dark-coloured jerseys. 

Coaches’ / Team Officials’ Attire

11.22
All coaches and team officials must be in proper attire during the tournament. In the aspect of attire, shoes must be worn, and club or polo t-shirts is encouraged.

Proper Identification for Verification

11.23
All team officials and players are to bring along proper identification documents or NRIC for verification. Random checks to verify the players' particulars in the interest of compliance will be made during the tournament. Any teams that field unregistered players will be disqualified. 

12
PROTEST PROCEDURE
In the case of any protest during the tournament, it must proceed in the following manner: 

12.1
The captain of that team shall, immediately at the end of the game, inform the referee that his team is protesting against the result of the game and sign the score sheet in the space marked 'Captain's Signature in Case of Protest'. 

12.2
To make this protest valid, it is necessary for the team to give confirmation of this protest in writing. This must be made within twenty (20) minutes following the end of the game. Detailed explanations are not necessary. It is sufficient to write, 'the team "X" protests against the result of the game between the teams X and Y'. He shall then deposit a security bond of S$200.00 to BAS.  

12.3
The team in question must then submit to the Tournament Committee the text of its protest by the 9:00am the next day following the end of the game. If the protest is accepted, the security bond will be refunded.

12.4
Should the team in question, or that of the opposing team, not be in agreement with the decision of the Tournament Committee, it may then address an appeal to the Jury of Appeal. To make this appeal valid, it must be made in writing, within one (1) hour following the delivery of the decision of the Tournament Committee and be accompanied by a security deposit equivalent to S$300.00. The Jury of Appeal shall judge the appeal in the last instance, and its decision shall be final.
12.5
In the midst of waiting for the final decision on the protest, teams are to continue with their scheduled fixtures.

12.6
Video, films, pictures or any equipment, visual, electronics, digital, or otherwise, may be used only to:
· Decide if a last shot for a field  goal at the end of each period or each extra period was released during playing time and/or whether that shot for a field goal counts for two (2) or three points; 

· Determine responsibility in matters of discipline or for educational (training) purposes after the games has ended.

INSURANCE COVERAGE
13.1
It is the responsibility of the teams to provide necessary insurance coverage for their team officials and players. The organiser shall not be liable for any injuries or accidents occurred during the tournament.
14
OTHER RULES
14.1
While all reasonable precautions will be taken, the Basketball Association of Singapore, its staff and agents will not be responsible or in anyway liable for any death, disability, personal injury, loss of property or any other loss howsoever arising from any cause whatsoever in connection to the course of the tournament.
14.3
In the event of any question or matter arising out of any point, which is not expressly provided for in any of the rules governing the tournament, the decision of the Tournament Committee shall be final.

The Tournament Committee reserves the right to make changes, to add, delete and/or vary the said rules at any time as it deems fit.
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
